Diving Deeper  

On January 15, we began a yearlong series, a focus really, about going deeper in our 
faith with Jesus Christ. The series came out of a week-long retreat where I spent time 
praying, studying, discerning and mostly listening to God and asking for direction for 
our congregation. God impressed upon me that we all needed to go “deeper.” Deeper 
can mean many things, something a little different for each of us. I would suggest that 
we all hold some faith in the divine or we wouldn’t be part of this congregation and 
wouldn’t certainly be reading this newsletter! As we each approach our Christian walk 
from our own perspective and understanding, going deeper simply means taking our-
selves a little deeper, farther, more in-depth in the study and practice of our faith. And 
in doing so we can anticipate being transformed by God, through the Holy Spirit into 
new beings, revived and ready for the next God-given assignment.  
 
Because we are all at a different place in our journey, going deeper will require each of 
us to evaluate where we are and where we would like to see ourselves in one year’s 
time. It is my prayer that throughout these following months, together we will each be 
given the opportunity to add a little more to our practice and to improve our relation-
ship with God and with one another. Many of you heard in worship that I have begun 
to practice yoga. I am fumbling and uncoordinated but I am committed to doing what it 
takes: getting up early, driving to the studio, being prepared with the right tools, and 
devoting an hour a couple of times each week. It was a decision to improve myself and 
I encourage all of us to do the same in our spiritual walk.  
 
I am not great at daily devotions and I had found myself spending too much with my 
morning coffee reading the latest news. I have instead adjusted my schedule so that I 
am reading a daily scripture from my bible app before I go to any other media – includ-
ing email, Facebook and news. This slight deviation in my schedule is producing won-
derful results! I challenge each of us to review what we are doing, imagine what a 
deeper relationship with Christ would look like, and then take advantage of the many 
opportunities that will be offered in the months to come.  
 
Your first opportunity is to decide to participate with a Lenten study. I will have two 
devotions available – one is a shorter version in a pamphlet that has brief readings in-
cluding a suggested scripture, a short devotion and a prayer. Suggested donation is 
$2.00. The other is a book by Walter Brueggemann called A Way Other Than Our Own. 
Lent recalls times of wilderness and wandering, from newly-freed Hebrew slaves in ex-
ile to Jesus' temptation in the desert. God has always called people out of their safe, 
walled cities into uncomfortable places, revealing paths they would never have chosen. 
Despite our culture of self-indulgence, we too are called to walk an alternative path - 
one of humility, justice, and peace. Walter Brueggemann's thought-provoking reflec-
tions for the season of Lent invite us to consider the challenging, beautiful life that 
comes with walking the way of grace. Suggested donation is $10.00.  
 
I pray for us all to dive deeper this year and to experience a fulfilling relationship with 
Jesus Christ and in doing so transform ourselves, our church and our town. Amen? 
Amen!

1 Corinthians 13:13:  Three Things will last forever – Faith, Hope, and Love. The greatest of these is Love. 

February is commonly known as the month of love, i.e., Valentine’s Day. And to my way of thinking, 1 Corinthians, 
Chapter13 is the love book and chapter in the Bible. 

For me, 1 Corinthians is the greatest book in the Bible and 1 Corinthians 13 is the greatest chapter. Yes, it is really 
hard to pick out our favorite book and chapter, there are so many to choose from. But if we do not have love for 
one another, everything else the Lord tells us to do is for naught. 

This is such a harsh world today. Too many people think only of themselves and what they are entitled to. Ad-
mittedly, there are some pretty ‘hard to love’ people. In fact, a lot of them, but our Lord tells us to love one anoth-
er. He doesn’t make any distinction about who is worthy or unworthy of our love. He doesn’t tell us that we don’t 
have to love the unwashed, the unfortunate, the prisoners, the widows or orphans, the damaged souls or even 
those we don’t agree with, whether it is politically or philosophically. He doesn’t say we don’t have to love those 
who have hurt us emotionally. Everyone is worthy of our love, and in loving others, we are passing on the love God 
has for us. 

We can begin by listening, really listening to people. When we casually say “How are you?” do we really hear how 
they answer us? Being available to listen to each other doesn’t cost us any money like giving to a charity would. 
But it does entail being available, really available. Not with answers to a person’s dilemma, but just being there as 
a sounding board. Most of the time, a person knows the answer to his or her own situation, but My! How it helps 
to lay it out verbally to another person who acts as if they care!   

I didn’t see the movie tŀȅ ƛǘ CƻǊǿŀǊŘ, but I know that we don’t need to wait for someone to love us before we love 
them. God loved us long before we loved him. Many times we don’t even love ourselves, but He loves us. Isn’t it 
wonderful that just when we are at our lowest point and feel utterly alone, God upholds us and says “Come on. I 
love you. Let’s go out and find someone to whom you can show My love, someone who needs a lift right now.” If 
this is our frame of mind, incredibly, God will put someone in our path. We are in a partnership with God to dis-
tribute His love among those who need it NOW.

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News from Nevadans for the Common Good (NCG):  
On January 24 the Boulder City Council 
unanimously approved a resolution sup-
porting NCG's effort to obtain additional 
funding for Meals on Wheels. There 
were about 20 people attending the 
meeting in support of the resolution, 
half of them from our church.  

This is the first resolution passed by a municipality on this is-
sue. The Henderson City Council will present a similar resolu-
tion at their meeting on February 7. Work is in progress on getting similar resolutions 
from the Las Vegas and North Las Vegas city councils. 

An assembly was held at Green Valley UMC the following night explaining the need for 
the increased funding by Nevada legislature for the Meals on Wheels program. Our 

own Kay Benge spoke to the assembly, 
telling her story as a driver for Meals on 
Wheels in Boulder City. Legislators were 
present and emphasized the need for citi-
zens to contact their legislators in support 
of bills—people do have a voice, but they 
need to use their voices. So we will be 
contacting you with information on how 
to use your voice with our own repre-
sentatives in Carson City. Stay tuned! 

North District Training Summary 

Attending our North District training (open to everyone) is always uplifting and 
“engaging” (theme of the day) for me. Corporate worship in a large body of believers 
can’t help but put you in the spirit and in God’s presence.  

Our District Superintendent Dan Morley set the tone by leading us through the story 
in Acts 10 where Cornelius has a vision because he was in a prayerful relationship with 
God. And when people with like visions come together (as Cornelius and Peter did), 
they are inspired and linked together to be more effective. That’s what we do in our 
churches. On our own we have a small frame of reference, but then we connect with 
others and see where God is working. We heard the story from one woman from Ad-
vent UMC whose mother started a ministry of giving out socks to the homeless, years 
ago in LV. After her death, her daughter and family carried out her vision, and then 
her church got involved, and it then expanded to other groups & so thousands of 
socks are now given out annually, all because of one woman’s vision of what God was 
asking her to do. God just wants willing servants. 

Another vision that has come from witnessing of God’s love for every individual of 
every background is a new church plant in North Las Vegas. Rev. Antonieta Fernandes 
is guiding Global Community UMC – now meeting in homes – with the vision of bring-
ing together 1st, 2nd, & 3rd generations of Hispanics, plus Filipinos, Hawaiians, African 
Americans, and Anglos. They especially are ministering to those with questions about 
immigration and deportation issues. Please pray for this church plant.  

Our being together today was truly a time of learning how to ‘engage’ as disciples of 
Jesus Christ.
